Do not leave paper products, cooking 
utensils, or food in the cavity when not in 
use.

WARNING: Liquid or other food must not 
be heated in sealed containers since they 
are liable to explode.

The contents of feeding bottles and 
baby food jars should be stirred or 
shaken and the temperature should be 
checked before consumption in order to 
avoid burns.
Cooking utensils may become hot 
because of heat transferred from the 
heated food. Potholders or oven gloves 
may be needed to handle the utensil.

It must be kept 
clean at all times by wiping with a mild detergent and water, then allowing to dry.
