ENERGY:

1. Read all instructions before using the appliance and keep
for future reference.

2. Use this appliance only for its intended use as described in
the manual. Do not use corrosive chemicals or vapors in this
appliance. This type of oven is specifically designed to heat
or cook food. It is not designed for industrial or laboratory
use.

3. Do not operate the oven when empty.

4. Do not operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or
plug, if it is not working properly, or if it has been damaged
or dropped. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be re-
placed by the manufacturer or its service agent or a similar-
ly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

5. To reduce the risk of fire in the oven cavity:
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> When heating food in plastic or paper containers, keep an
eye on the oven due to the possibility of ignition.

> Remove wire twist-ties from paper or plastic bags before
placing bag in oven.

> Do not use the cavity for storage purposes. Do not leave
paper products, cooking utensils, or food in the cavity when
not in use.

» The microwave oven is intended for heating food and bever-
ages. Drying of clothing and heating of warming pads, slip-
pers, sponges, damp cloth and similar may lead to risk of
injury, ignition or fire.

6. WARNING: Liquid and other food must not be heated
in sealed containers since they are liable to explode.

7. Microwave heating of beverage can result in delayed erup-
tive boiling, therefore care has to be taken when handle the
container.

8. Do not fry food in the oven. Hot oil can damage oven parts
and utensils and even result in skin burns.

9. Eggs in their shell and whole hard-boiled eggs should not be
heated in microwave ovens since they may explode, even
after microwave heating has ended.

10. Pierce foods with heavy skins such as potatoes, whole
squashes, apples and chestnuts before cooking.

11. The contents of feeding bottles and baby food jars should
be stirred or shaken and the temperature should be checked
before consumption in order to avoid burns.

12. Cooking utensils may become hot because of heat trans-
ferred from the heated food. Potholders or oven gloves may
be needed to handle the utensil.

13. Only use utensils that are suitable for use in microwave
ovens.
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14. WARNING: It is hazardous for anyone other than a trained
person to carry out any service or repair operation which in-
volves the removal of any cover which gives protection
against exposure to microwave energy.

15. This appliance is a Group 2 Class B equipment. Group 2
equipment: group 2 contains all ISM RF equipment in which

16. The microwave oven is only to be used freestanding.

17. WARNING: Do not install microwave oven over an oven or
hob or other heat-producing appliance.

18. The microwave oven shall not be placed in a cabinet.

19. The door or the outer surface may get hot when the appli-
ance is operating.

20. Warning: Accessible parts may become hot during use.
Young children should be kept away.

21. During use the appliance becomes hot. Care should be taken
to avoid touching any parts inside the microwave oven.

22. The temperature of accessible surfaces may be high when
the appliance is operating.

23. The appliance shall be placed against a wall.

24. WARNING: If the door or door seals are damaged, the oven
must not be operated until it has been repaired by a compe-
tent person.
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25. This appliance is not intended to be operated by means of
an external timer or separate remote-control system.

26. The microwave oven is for household use only and not for
commercial use.

27. Please secure the turn table before you move the appliance
to avoid damage.

28. The microwave oven is intended for defrosting, cooking and
steaming of food only.

29. Use gloves if you remove any heated food.

30. Caution! Steam will escape, when opening lids or wrapping
foil.

31. This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if
they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the haz-
ards involved. Children shall not play with the appliance.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by chil-
dren without supervision.

32. If smoke is observed, switch off or unplug the appliance and
keep the door closed in order to stifle any flames.

33. Keep the waveguard cover clean at all times and wipe the in-
terior with a damp cloth after each use. If you leave grease
or fat it may overheat, smoke or catch fire.

34. Do not use attachments not recommended by the manufac-
turer.

35. Do not leave the microwave unattended when in use.
36. Unplug when not in use and before cleaning.

37. The appliance shall not be cleaned with a steam cleaner.
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38. The door seals are located around the window and on the
inside of the door. The seals are not airtight, but although
no microwaves are released it is normal for a small amount
of air or steam to escape when the microwave is in use.

39. Please don't dismantle. If a fault occurs have the microwave
inspected in a qualified repair shop or return to us at ASDA.

40. ASDA does not recommend allowing children to operate
this appliance.

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COOKING TECHNIQUES

. Arrange food carefully. Place thickest areas towards outside of dish.

. Watch cooking time. Cook for the shortest amount of time indicated and

add more as needed. Food severely overcooked can smoke or ignite.

. Cover foods while cooking. Covers prevent spattering and help foods to

cook evenly.

. Turn foods over once during microwave cooking to speed cooking of

such foods as chicken and hamburgers. Large items like roasts must
be turned over at least once.

. Rearrange foods such as meatballs halfway through cooking both from

top to bottom and from the center of the dish to the outside.

COOKING UTENSILS GUIDE

. Microwave cannot penetrate metal. Only use utensils that are suitable

for use in microwave ovens. Metallic containers for food and beverages
are not allowed during microwave cooking. This requirement is not ap-
plicable if the manufacturer specifies size and shape of metallic con-
tainers suitable for microwave cooking.

. Microwave cannot penetrate metal, so metal utensils or dishes with me-

tallic trim should not be used.

. Do not use recycled paper products when microwave cooking, as they

may contain small metal fragments which may cause sparks and/or
fires.

. Round /oval dishes rather than square/oblong ones are recommend, as

food in corners tends to overcook.

. Narrow strips of aluminum foil may be used to prevent overcooking of

exposed areas. But be careful don’ t use too much and keep a distance
of 1 inch (2.54cm) between foil and cavity.

This function allows the oven to start in a later time.

1. In standby mode, input a cooking program (except express
cooking, time defrost and weight defrost).

. Press PRESET button once.

. Turn MENU/TIME dial to set hour digit.

. Press PRESET or START/+30 SEC button once.

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How to...

...clean your microwave

Make sure the microwave is disconnected from the power and is completely cool.
Failure to keep the microwave clean can lead to deterioration in the interior that could
affect the life of the appliance and result in a hazardous condition.

1. When food or liquids stick to the microwave walls wipe clean with a damp cloth (do
not use harsh detergents or abrasives).

2. You can clean the outside of the oven with a damp cloth and dry with a soft dry
cloth. Don't allow water to seep into the ventilation openings.

3. Wipe the door and window on both sides regularly along with the door seals and
adjacent parts with a damp cloth to remove spills or spatters. Do not use abrasive
cleaners.

4. The waveguide cover is on the right side of the oven - this is where microwave pass
through to cook your food. NEVER use the microwave without the waveguide cover.
If it is damage please contact the technical helpline for a replacement. It must be kept
clean at all times by wiping with a mild detergent and water, then allowing to dry.

5. Do not allow the control panel to become wet. Clean with a damp cloth and dry
thoroughly.

6. If steam builds inside or around the microwave door, wipe away with a damp cloth.

7. If the inside of the microwave smells, mix the juice and skin of a lemon with some
water in a microwavable bowl. Place in the microwave and heat for 3 minutes on full
power, then wipe the inside of the microwave thoroughly with a dry cloth.

8. Regularly clean the turntable support and oven floor by wiping the bottom of the
oven with a mild detergent and water, then drying with a cloth. The turntable can
be washed in warm soapy water, then dried thoroughly before placing back inside
the microwave. Always make sure it is fitted back in correctly.
